Conducting the Meeting 
An open house demonstra-
tion meeting tends to be a 
shortened  meeting featur-
ing a Toastmaster, one or 
two speakers, evaluators, 
table topic master that 
asks two or three table top-
ics, a timer and ah-counter/
grammarian.  The speech-
es and table topics are 
more effective if they have 
a Toastmaster theme be-
cause they help sell how 
Toastmasters benefits the 
member.  The speakers 
delivering the prepared 
speeches are more effec-

Holding an open house is a 
very successful way to turn 
people looking to improve 
their speaking and leader-
ship skills into Toastmas-
ters.  When a guest  sees 
how a Toastmaster club 
works they understand 
how they too can build 
their skills by becoming a 
member of a Toastmaster 
club. A well run Toastmas-
ter meeting is the best 
sales tool for attracting visi-
tors that become mem-
bers. This article will touch 
on the most important 
points of demonstrating 
Toastmasters in an open 
house. 
 
Preparation 
Promoting your open 
house is extremely im-
portant to ensure that the 
seats at the club meeting 
are filled. I have frequently 
seen one third to one half 
of guests at open houses 
become members of the 
club. This infusion of mem-
bers makes the open 
house very worthwhile.  
Invite your friends, local 
businesses, use social net-
working sites to get the 
message out about your 
club’s open house. Re-
freshments are always ap-
preciated and provide a 
good way to start conver-
sations.
